EXPERIENCE THE MAGIC OF
NORTHERN LIGHTS

Far from the city lights, when you turn your
eyes to the northern sky on a clear winter night,
you may be lucky enough to see the beautiful
aurora borealis. The best time to watch the

northern lights is from September fo late
March. Aurora boredlis is best seen on a clear
dark night, although its appearance is unpre-
dictable and seeing it is never guaranteed. So-
metimes, the lights flare up for a brief moment
only, at other times a fortunate watcher may
enjoy the spectacle for several hours. The best
fime to catch the northern lights is just before
midnight, but this remains a matter of luck and
no reliable forecasts can be given.

28. Arctic Garden

A good place for seeing the northern lights near
the centre of Rovaniemi is on the riverfront right
behind the Arktikum museum. Sheltered from the
street lamps, this spot is dark enough to allow a
good view of the northern sky. The Arctic Garden
is a 10-15 minute walk from the centre. The area
is not lit, so you should bring a flashlight! On the
western edge of the areq, next fo the Rotary park,
there is also a new Aurora Boredlis campfire shelfer.

Another favourite spot among aurora watchers
is the top of Ounasvaara, 3 km from the centre.
